The followng information is intended to serve as gui dance in applying
for a license under the Iragi Sanctions Regulations, 31 CF. R Part
575, for exports to Iraq under the UN 986 “oil-for-food” program
Applications not containing all of the required information shall be
consi dered i nconplete and will be returned as denied. A new
application will be accepted upon resubm ssion of a conplete
appl i cation.

To apply for a license to performan executory contract under the
“oil -for-food” program the followng itens nust be included in clear
and legible form

A copy of the executory contract with either the Governnent of Iraq,
the United Nations Inter-Agency Humanitarian Programme, or a third
country national selling goods to Iraq pursuant to UNSC Resol ution
986. The contract nust be executory, as defined in 31 C F. R
575.326 and 575.522 (c) of the Regulations. The contract nust state
1) that performance of the ternms of the contract is dependent upon
obt ai ni ng aut hori zation fromthe Departnment of the Treasury, and 2)
that the contract will conmply with all requirenents of UN Resol ution
986, other applicable Security Council resolutions, the May 20, 1996
Menor andum of Under st andi ng Between the Secretariat of the United
Nations and the Governnent of lIraq on the Inplenentation of Security
Council Resolution 986 (1995), and applicabl e gui dance issued by the
661 Comm ttee.

Note: In seeking a license, U S. persons selling goods to third-
country nationals who have al ready obtained 661 Comm ttee approval
for the delivery of the goods to Iraq nay submt a purchase order in
lieu of an executory contract to OFAC
