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RESCOLUTI ON 706 (1991)

Adopted by the Security Council at its 3004th neeting,
on 15 August 1991

The Security Council,

Recalling its previous relevant resolutions and in particular resolutions
661 (1990), 686 (1991), 687 (1991), 688 (1991), 692 (1991), 699 (1991) and 705
(1991),

Taki ng note of the report (S/22799) dated 15 July 1991 of the inter-agency
m ssi on headed by the Executive Del egate of the Secretary-Ceneral for the United
Nati ons inter-agency humanitarian programme for lIraq, Kuwait and the Iraq/ Turkey
and Iraqg/lran border areas,

Concerned by the serious nutritional and health situation of the Iraq
civilian popul ation as described in this report, and by the risk of a further
deterioration of this situation,

Concerned also that the repatriation or return of all Kuwaitis and third
country nationals or their remains present in Iraq on or after 2 August 1990,
pursuant to paragraph 2 (c) of resolution 686 (1991), and paragraphs 30 and 31
of resolution 687 (1991) has not yet been fully carried out,

Taki ng note of the conclusions of the above-nentioned report, and in
particul ar of the proposal for oil sales by Iraq to finance the purchase of
foodstuffs, medicines and materials and supplies for essential civilian needs
for the purpose of providing humanitarian relief,

Taking note also of the letters dated 14 April 1991, 31 May 1991, 6 June
1991, 9 July 1991 and 22 July 1991 fromthe Mnister of Foreign Affairs of Iraq
and the Permanent Representative of Irag to the Chairman of the Committee
est abl i shed by resol ution 661 (1990) concerning the export fromlraq of
petrol eum and petrol eum products,

Convi nced of the need for equitable distribution of humanitarian relief to
all segnents of the Iraqi civilian popul ation through effective nonitoring and
t ransparency.

Recalling and reaffirmng in this regard its resolution 688 (1991) and in
particul ar the inportance which the Council attaches to Iraq all ow ng unhi ndered
access by international humanitarian organizations to all those in need of
assistance in all parts of Iraq and maki ng avail able all necessary facilities
for their operation, and in this connection stressing the inportant and
continuing role played by the Menorandum of Under standi ng between the United
Nati ons and Governnent of Iraq of 18 April 1991 (S/22663),

Recal ling that, pursuant to resolutions 687 (1991), 692 (1991) and 699
(1991), lrag is required to pay the full costs of the Special Conmm ssion and the
| AEA in carrying out the tasks authorized by section C of resolution 687 (1991),
and that the Secretary-General in his report to the Security Council of 15 July
1991 (S/22792), submtted pursuant to paragraph 4 of resolution 699 (1991),
expressed the view that the nost obvious way of obtaining financial resources
fromlraq to nmeet the costs of the Special Conm ssion and the | AEA would be to
aut horize the sale of sonme Iraqi petrol eum and petrol eum products; recalling
further that Iraq is required to pay its contributions to the Conpensati on Fund
and hal f the costs of the Irag-Kuwait Boundary Demarcation Conm ssion, and
recalling further that in its resolutions 686 (1991) and 687 (1991) the Security
Counci| demanded that Iraq return in the shortest possible tine all Kuwaiti
property seized by it and requested the Secretary-Ceneral to take steps to



facilitate this,
Acting under Chapter VII of the Charter,

1. Authorizes all States, subject to the decision to be taken by the
Security Council pursuant to paragraph 5 bel ow and notw t hstandi ng t he
provi sions of paragraphs 3 (a), 3 (b) and 4 of resolution 661 (1990), to permt
the inmport, during a period of 6 nmonths fromthe date of passage of the
resol uti on pursuant to paragraph 5 bel ow, of petrol eum and petrol eum products
originating in Ilraq sufficient to produce a sumto be determ ned by the Counci
follow ng receipt of the report of the Secretary-CGeneral requested in paragraph
5 of this resolution but not to exceed 1.6 billion United States dollars for the
pur poses set out in this resolution and subject to the follow ng conditions:

(a) Approval of each purchase of Iraqi petrol eum and petrol eum products
by the Security Council Conmittee established by resolution 661 (1990) follow ng
notification to the Commttee by the State concerned,

(b) Payment of the full amount of each purchase of Iragi petrol eum and
petrol eum products directly by the purchaser in the State concerned into an
escrow account to be established by the United Nations and to be adm ni stered by
the Secretary-General, exclusively to neet the purposes of this resolution

(c) Approval by the Council, follow ng the report of the
Secretary-General requested in paragraph 5 of this resolution, of a schene for
t he purchase of foodstuffs, medicines and materials and supplies for essenti al
civilian needs as referred to in paragraph 20 of resolution 687 (1991), in
particular health related materials, all of which to be labelled to the extent
possi bl e as being supplied under this schenme, and for all feasible and
appropriate United Nations nonitoring and supervision for the purpose of
assuring their equitable distribution to neet humanitarian needs in all regions
of lraq and to all categories of the lIraqi civilian population as well as al
feasi bl e and appropri ate managenent relevant to this purpose, such a United
Nations role to be available if desired for humanitarian assistance from ot her
sour ces,

(d) The sum authorized in this paragraph to be rel eased by successive
decisions of the Commttee established by resolution 661 (1990) in three equa
portions after the Council has taken the decision provided for in paragraph 5
bel ow on the inplenentation of this resolution, and notw t hstandi ng any ot her
provi sion of this paragraph, the sumto be subject to review concurrently by the
Council on the basis of its ongoing assessnent of the needs and requirenents,

2. Deci des that a part of the sumin the account to be established by the
Secretary-General shall be nmade avail able by himto finance the purchase of
foodstuffs, medicines and materials and supplies for essential civilian needs,
as referred to in paragraph 20 of resolution 687, and the cost to the United
Nations of its roles under this resolution and of other necessary humanitarian
activities in Iraq,

3. Deci des further that a part of the sumin the account to be
establ i shed by the Secretary-Ceneral shall be used by himfor appropriate
paynments to the United Nations Conpensation Fund, the full costs of carrying out
t he tasks authorized by Section C of resolution 687 (1991), the full costs
incurred by the United Nations in facilitating the return of all Kuwaiti
property seized by Irag, and half the costs of the Boundary Conm ssion

4. Deci des that the percentage of the value of exports of petrol eum and
petrol eum products fromlraqg, authorized under this resolution to be paid to the
United Nations Conpensation Fund, as called for in paragraph 19 of resolution
687 (1991), and as defined in paragraph 6 of resolution 692 (1991), shall be the
same as the percentage decided by the Security Council in paragraph 2 of
resol ution 705 (1991) for paynments to the Conpensation Fund, until such tinme as
t he Governing Council of the Fund deci des ot herwi se,



5. Requests the Secretary-General to submt within 20 days of the date of
adoption of this resolution a report to the Security Council for decision on
measures to be taken in order to inplenment paragraphs 1 (a), (b), (c), estimates
of the humanitarian requirenments of Irag set out in paragraph 2 above and of the
amount of lraqg' s financial obligations set out in paragraph 3 above up to the
end of the period of the authorization in paragraph 1 above, as well as the
met hod for taking the necessary | egal nmeasures to ensure that the purposes of
this resolution are carried out and the nethod for taking account of the costs
of transportation of such lraqgi petroleum and petrol eum products,

6. Further requests the Secretary-General in consultation with the
International Conmttee of the Red Cross to submit within 20 days of the date of
adoption of this resolution a report to the Security Council on activities
undertaken in accordance with paragraph 31 of resolution 687 (1991) in
connection with facilitating the repatriation or return of all Kuwaiti and third
country nationals or their remains present in Iraq on or after 2 August 1990,

7. Requires the Government of lraq to provide to the Secretary-Genera
and appropriate international organizations on the first day of the nmonth
i medi ately followi ng the adoption of the present resolution and on the first
day of each nonth thereafter until further notice, a statement of the gold and
foreign currency reserves it holds whether in Irag or el sewhere,

8. Calls upon all States to cooperate fully in the inplenmentation of this
resol uti on,

9. Decides to renmain seized of the matter
