This is with regard to your letter of June 28, 2002 to the
Treasury Departnent’s Ofice of Foreign Assets Control (“OFAC’)
on behalf of [U S. person]. |In your letter you requested a
specific license authorizing U S. person to engage [text
deleted], a U S subcontractor, to conduct surveys and in-depth
interviews with persons in Iran.

Section 560.204 of the Iranian Transactions Regul ati ons, 31
C.F.R Part 560, prohibits, inter alia, the direct or indirect
exportation of U S.-origin goods, services, or technology to Iran
or the Governnment of lran. The proposed conduct of surveys and
interviews in Iran constitutes a prohibited export of services to
Iran. As it would be contrary to current U S. Governnent policy
to issue a license authorizing such an export of services, your
application is hereby deni ed.
